SESSION ON AUGUST 12, 2013, AT THE CITY GOVERNMENT CENTER, WITH THE FOLLOWING

BILLS - MOTION BY HODGE, SECOND BY TYE, VOTE OF ALL MEMBERS PRESENT BEING YEA, 
THAT THE JULY BILLS BE APPROVED FOR PAYMENT. 
 
MINUTES - MOTION BY SHELTON, SECOND BY HODGE, VOTE OF ALL MEMBERS PRESENT 
BEING YEA, THAT THE MINUTES FROM THE LAST REGULAR MEETING BE APPROVED AS 
PUBLISHED. 
 
ORDINANCE NO. 7-2013 – MOTION BY HODGE, SECOND BY SHELTON, VOTE OF ALL MEMBERS 
PRESENT BEING YEA, THAT ORDINANCE NO. 7-2013, AN ORDINANCE APPROVING 
PARTICIPATION IN A SELF-INSURANCE FUND WITH THE KENTUCKY LEAGUE OF CITIES FOR 
THE PROPERTY/LIABILITY INSURANCE, BE APPROVED ON THE SECOND READING.  THE MAYOR 
ALSO BE AUTHORIZED TO SIGN ANY/ALL DOCUMENTS RELATING TO SAID ORDINANCE. 
 
ORDINANCE NO. 8-2013 – MOTION BY SHELTON. SECOND BY RAZMUS, VOTE OF ALL MEMBERS 
PRESENT BEING YEA, THAT ORDINANCE NO. 8-2013, AN ORDINANCE SETTING THE AUTO TAX 
RATE FOR THE YEAR 2014, BE APPROVED ON THE FIRST READING. 
 
TAX REFUND – MOTION BY HODGE, SECOND BY SHELTON, VOTE OF ALL MEMBERS PRESENT 
B EING YEA, THAT THE BOARD APPROVE A TAX REFUND TO BYRON SCHIESZ IN THE AMOUNT 
OF $455.28 FOR 2008-2012 TAXES.  HE WAS ELIGIBLE FOR THE HOMESTEAD EXEMPTION. 
 
TOURISM COMMISSION – MOTION BY HODGE, SECOND BY RAZMUS, VOTE OF ALL MEMBERS 
PRESENT BEING YEA THAT SUDHIR PATEL BE REAPPOINTED TO THE TOURISM COMMISSION. 
 
PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION – MOTION BY TYE, SECOND BY SHELTON, VOTE OF ALL 
MEMBERS PRESENT BEING YEA, THAT CHRIS KINSEL BE APPOINTED TO THE PLANNING AND 
ZONING COMMISSION. 
 
ARENA PARKING LOT – MOTION BY HODGE, SECOND BY TYE, VOTE OF ALL MEMBERS 
PRESENT BEING YEA,THAT THE BOARD APPROVE THE CITY MANAGER’S RECOMMENDATION 
TO HAVE STATEWIDE PAVING STRIPE THE PARKING LOT AT THE ARENA AT A COST OF 
$12,580.40. 
 
THE CITY MANAGER STATED THAT THE FIRST STATEMENT FROM VERIZON HAD SAVED THE 
CITY OVER $5,000.00 IN CELL PHONE COSTS FROM LAST YEAR. 
 
DELINQUENT TAXPAYERS – MOTION BY HODGE, SECOND BY RAZMUS, VOTE OF ALL 
MEMBERS PRESENT BEING YEA, TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY ATTORNEY TO FILE SUIT AGAINST 
THE TOP TEN DELINQUENT TAXPAYERS IN THE CITY FOR COLLECTION. 
 
MARK EATON – MR. EATON CAME BEFORE THE COMMISSION TO ONCE AGAIN VOICE HIS 
CONCERNS ABOUT THE HOMELESS SHELTER ADJACENT TO HIS NEIGHBORHOOD.  HE STATED 



THAT HE HAD BEEN TOLD THAT THERE ARE STILL PEOPLE DRINKING ALCOHOL AND USING 
DRUGS OUTSIDE AROUND THE SHELTER.  HE ASKED FOR CONTINUED POLICE PRESENCE IN 
THE AREA.  FRANK BURKE STATED THAT HE HAD BEEN TO THE SHELTER TODAY AND AS OF 
TODAY, THEY DID NOT HAVE ANY RESIDENTS.  THE POLICE DEPARTMENT STATED THAT THEY 
ARE CONTINUING PATROL IN THE AREA, BUT HAVE HAD FEWER CALLS. 
 
CORBIN BINGO – LUANN TOMPKINS CAME BEFORE THE COMMISSION AND PRESENTED A 
LETTER TO REQUEST A WAIVER ON THE NO SMOKING ORDINANCE.  SHE STATED THAT 
BECAUSE OF THE NO SMOKING, THE NON PROFIT GROUPS THAT HOLD BINGO IN THE FACILITY 
ARE LOSING MONEY.  LARRY HALE, WITH CORBIN UNITED EFFORT STATED THAT THEIR 
REVENUE IS DOWN $22,500.  HE STATED THAT BINGO IS THEIR PRIMARY SOURCE OF 
REVENUE THAT IS USED TO SERVE THE COMMUNITY.  THEY ASKED THE COMMISSION TO 
CONSIDER THEIR REQUEST. 
 
DARRON STEELE – MR. STEELE THANKED THE COMMISSION FOR THE WORK THAT HAD BEEN 
DONE IN HIS NEIGHBORHOOD.  THERE ARE STILL TWO HOUSES THAT ARE IN NEED OF 
REPAIR.  NEITHER HOUSE HAS ELECTRICITY TURNED ON.  MR. STEELE ASKED IF THE CITY 
COULD WORK WITH THE CITY UTILITIES COMMISSION TO RECEIVE A COURTESY NOTICE 
WHEN THE ELECTRICITY WAS TURNED OFF ON A RESIDENCE SO THAT MR. BURKE COULD 
THEN INSPECT THE PROPERTY FOR SANITARY CONDITIONS.  MR. BURKE WILL ALSO CHECK 
ON THE HOUSE ON THE CORNER TO SEE WHAT STEPS CAN BE TAKEN FOR CONDEMNATION. 
 
ZELLA DAVENPORT – MS. DAVENPORT CAME BEFORE THE COMMISSION TO STATE THAT A 
NUMBER OF ITEMS HAD BEEN STOLEN FROM HER PORCH.  THE MAYOR TOLD HER THAT SHE 
NEEDED TO NOTIFY THE POLICE DEPARTMENT TO FILE A REPORT.  SHE ALSO STATED THAT 
THE DRAIN TILE THAT RUNS UNDER WALDEN STREET AND ENDS ON HER PROPERTY IS 
CAUSING WATER TO STAND ON HER PROPERTY.  THE MAYOR SAID THAT THEY WOULD 
CONTACT THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT AND HAVE THEM GO UP AND LOOK AT THE 
PROBLEM.  MS. DAVENPORT IS ALSO CONCERNED ABOUT THE STEEP DROPOFF IN THE 
CURVE. SHE ASKED ABOUT THE POSSIBILITY OF HAVING GUARDRAIL INSTALLED IN THIS 
LOCATION.   
 
NO SMOKING WAIVER – MOTION BY RAZMUS, SECOND BY SHELTON, VOTE OF ALL MEMBERS 
PRESENT BEING YEA, TO TAKE THE REQUEST FOR A WAIVER OF THE NO SMOKING 
ORDINANCE UNDER ADVISEMENT. 
 
MOTION BY TYE, SECOND BY RAZMUS VOTE OF ALL MEMBERS PRESENT BEING YEA, AND THE
